Ways of giving to St Mary’s, Almondsbury
There are three main ways of regularly giving to the work of St Mary’s.  These are by Standing Order, by Envelope and by the Open Plate collection.  If you pay income tax, the value of giving by Standing Order or by Envelope can be increased by 25% by signing a Gift Aid declaration.  This means that every £4 you give is topped up to £5 by the taxman!  A further way is to include a legacy in your will.
Giving by Standing Order

This is the easiest, and the preferred, way of giving regularly.  Just set up a standing order direct with your bank and email Bill with the details, alternatively complete the standing order form overleaf and return so we can process it.
If you pay income tax and have not completed a Gift Aid declaration before, please complete the declaration overleaf and send it to Bill, that is if you want the church to benefit from tax recovery. If you are not sure if you have completed one before please either ask or simply complete another one. 
Giving by Envelope

The church operates an envelope giving scheme.  A box of 52 envelopes has one for each week of the year and they are placed in the collection at services.  The scheme helps to enable people to give regularly either by cash or cheque.  If a week is missed then the envelope for that week can be given at a future service.  If you would like a set of envelopes then please let us know.
If you pay income tax and have not completed a Gift Aid declaration before, please complete the declaration overleaf and send it to Bill.  Once again, if you are not sure if you have completed one before please either ask or just complete another one.
Giving by Open Plate

This is cash, or cheque, given in the collection at services. If you pay income tax there are special ‘one off’ Yellow Gift Aid envelopes available in the bookstand that enable your gift to be increased by 25%.
Legacies

A legacy in your will is another way of giving.  A recommended wording is: “I give to the Parochial Church Council of St Mary’s, Almondsbury the sum of £xxx free of all taxes for its general purposes, and I declare that the receipt of an officer of the charity shall be a sufficient discharge to my executors.”  If you wish the gift to be used for a particular purpose please include this instead of the phrase ‘for its general purposes’.
